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Abstract: This article intends to demonstrate that the concept of self-ownership does not imply a
justification of inequalities of condition and a vindication of capitalism, which is traditionally the case.
We present the reasons of such an association, and then we specify that the concept of self-ownership
as a tool in political philosophy can be used for condemning the capitalist exploitation.
